God said, “Let there be light” and there was light.  
He communicates and creates.  However, He did 
not say, ‘Let my Son arise”.  Jesus Christ arose.  
Jesus had the power to lay down His life and take 
it.  There is no power known to man that is greater 
than the power of resurrection. The resurrection 
power transforms you. 
 
Read Luke 24.  Verse 7.  Why do you look for the 
living among the dead?  This is the problem of all 
religions: Looking for God in the wrong places, in 
the dead.  Then we see the word, “Remember” how 
he told you… We have a tendency to forget and so 
we need reminders.  This ‘forgetfulness’ is a 54- 
year old problem in UESI.  The entire book of 
Deuteronomy is written to bring things to 
remembrance.  Jesus said of His table- ‘Do this in 
remembrance of Me till I come’.  We must sign that 
hymn often: Lest I forget Gethsemane, lest I forget 
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Thy agony… lead me to Calvary.  Gethsemane is a 
rehearsal for Calvary.   
 
Verse 11.  Look at the behavior of the disciples.  
They did not believe women.  This is a universal 
problem.  Why did they not believe?  Because the 
women’s words seemed to them like nonsense.  If I 
said it, you will not like it but the Bible records that 
for them, women’s words about the resurrection of 
Jesus were like “nonsense”.  Can you expect such 
a reaction from such a group?  Yes, it is possible.  
So many theological experts have erred to say the 
Bible contains the Word of God rather than the 
Bible is the Word of God.  It is happening. 
 
Verse 15: Two disciples were talking and 
discussing. In the multitude of words, there wonteth 
not sin. Jesus Himself came to them and asked 
them what they were discussing.  Please 
understand who came to them.  Not an angel.  Not 
a prophet.  No one could ever meet their need 
except the Lord Jesus Himself.  Do you have a 
problem, spiritual, cultural?  There is nothing that 
cannot be solved by Jesus.  He who has begun a 
good work will complete, Phil 1:6. 
 
Verses 19-24.  Notice the disciples preaching to 
Jesus, about Jesus, a prophet powerful in word and 
deed.  Crucified.  We had hoped.  That means their 
hope is gone. It was third day already.  What more?  
The woman amazed them.  Pitiful, isn’t it? 
 
Verse 25.  These words can only be used by the 
Lord Jesus:  How foolish you are, how slow of heart 
to believe.  You are suffering from two kinds of 
diseases: neurology (mind) and cardiology (heart).  
All over the world, there is the disease of not 
believing in the inspiration of the Scripture.  Jesus 
is here rubbing the doctrine of Scripture into their 
hearts.  Crown without a cross?  No.  What is the 
prescription to the mental and spiritual disease in 
the world?  Verse 27. 
 
“And beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, he 
explained to them what was said in all the 
Scriptures concerning himself”.  Jesus in the 
Scriptures is what the prescription is for the needs 
of the disciples on the road to Emmaus.  The 
Written Word and the Living Word are inseparable.  
The third aim of UESI is to raise a testimony to the 
truths of the historic Christian faith and present the 
message thereof as a solution for the problems of 

mankind.  The motto of IFES is changing the world, 
one student at a time.  The four aims of UESI are: 
Evangelism, Fellowship, Testimony and Missions.  
Fellowship is sandwiched between evangelism and 
testimony.  The fellowship with resurrected Christ 
transforms you.  He transforms your home. 
 
Verses 28-29.  Jesus acted as if he were going 
farther.  He wanted to see if they really want him to 
come.  Is there a real desire?  They urged him 
strongly saying ‘Stay with us’.  So he went into stay 
with them.  Rev 3:20.  If anyone hears my voice 
and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him 
and he with me.  He who comes to me, I will, in 
nowise cast out.  Have you invited the Lord Jesus 
into your home?  Have you submitted to His 
Lordship every day? 
 
Verse 30.  When he was at the table with them, he 
took bread… Whose home?  The disciples’.  Who 
is breaking the bread?  Jesus.  If I come to your 
home, and open your refrigerator and take your 
orange juice, you will think I do not have any 
manners.  You won’t invite me again.  This is Jesus 
who comes in and takes charge.  Remember the 
wall text?  Jesus is the head of this house, an 
unseen guest at every meal and a silent listener to 
every conversation.  This is unbiblical as well as it 
is wrong English.  How can head become a guest?  
Jesus is our host. 
 
Verse 31.  Then their eyes were opened.  Jesus did 
an ophthalmological operation.  Their eyes were 
opened to the Lord Jesus and His Word.  They 
recognized him and He disappeared.  Thomas said 
he would not believe until he saw the marks of 
crucifixion.  Jesus had a sharpest rebuke.  You 
have seen and have believed.  Blessed are they 
who have not seen and yet have believed.  Review 
John 20:30-31; Heb 11:6; Rom 10:17.  We need an 
ophthalmological operation: spiritually, biblically, 
scripturally.   
 
Verses 32-35.  Were not our hearts burning while 
he talked with us on the road and opened the 
Scriptures to us?  Jesus talked to them and opened 
Scriptures.  They had a severe heart burn.  What 
was the result?  They just sat down for a meal.  
Now they got up and returned at once to Jerusalem 
to declare: It is true! Jesus is risen!  I serve a risen 
Savior.  That is the hallmark of Christian faith. 
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Dr. S. Radhakrishnan, second President of India, 
defender of Eastern Religions had known Bro. Paul 
Sudhakar of UESI who asked him, “Every disciple 
must have a guru and so can I be your disciple?”  
Dr. S.R said, “If there in one man in all of time who 
meets the requirements of the guru in Hinduism, it 
is Jesus Christ”.  But, sadly he meant, “Follow the 
philosophy” not “Follow the Person”.   
 
Back to the testimony of the home and the 
testimony of the church: The two went to Jerusalem 
and found the Eleven disciples and shared the 
risen Christ.  Without home, there is no church.  
There is a spiritual transformation in the home, 
hearts and church when Christ expounds to us all 
things concerning Himself, from the Scriptures.      
 
 

 

 

 

LT1: Identity and Incarnation- Phil 2:5-11 

When I told SR that he 
was one of my earliest 
mentors, he seemed not 
too happy.  It meant there 
were more than one 
mentor; it could also 
mean that he is not a 
mentor now.  So there is 
an identity crisis.  
Children go through 
identity crisis all the time.  
The root cause of this crisis is the inadequate 
understanding of God.  As God’s children, we must 
have the security of identity in Christ.  Others base 
their security in what they do and we cannot follow 
suit.  I shop and therefore I am.  I think and 
therefore I am.  No.  When Moses asked God what 
he should tell His people about who sent him, God 
answered that he should say, “I AM THAT I AM” 
sent him.  Our identity is in the being of God.  In 
ZTV, we often find ourselves watching someone 
asking a child, “What is your father?’ rather than 
“Who is your father?”.  The child replies that his 
father is a man but he is corrected that his father is 
a businessman.  This is a fatal weakness in the 

society where the questions are: What are you? 
What do you do?  But when a new baby is born, 
what do we say?  The nose is like the mother’s.  
Who we are rather than what we do is critical.  
Many of you may have your feet in America and 
heart in India.  There is a crisis.   
 
Philippians 2:5-11.  Jesus, secure in His identity 
with God, is willing to identify with man. 
  
i. Security and identity are matters of attitude (v.5). 
ii. Jesus was secure in his consciousness of 
equality with God. (v. 6a) 
iii. Jesus was willing to move out of His comfort 
zone by letting go of His privileges (vv. 6b, 7a). 
iv. Jesus identified Himself with the ones to whom 
He was sent (vv. 7b,8a). 
v. Incarnational identification often resulted in 
shame and humiliation (v. 8b). 
vi. Incarnation results in the exaltation of humanity 
to the heights of His throne (vv.9-11). 
 
Paul wrote this passage to address a problem 
between two women leaders, Euodia and Syntyche 
who perhaps sat and led in two corners of the 
assembly.  He pleaded them to have the same 
mind in the Lord (4:2) and this passage presents 
the mind of Christ.  The women were unwilling to 
identify with the other person.  Recently I 
addressed a secular gathering on “Global crises 
and search for true security” in Shillong.  At 
Jawaharlal Nehru University, I presented the story 
of the carpenter who lived 2000 years ago, 3000 
km west of India, who continues to write the story in 
my life.  While the Word exists outside the person 
in other religions, the Word indwells you in 
Christian faith. We are a narrative of Christ 
indwelling and writing the story in our life.  Please 
read the Bible as God’s narrative, rather than a 
book of principles. 
 
Security and identity are matters of attitude.  
Actions are expressions of attitude (I Cor 13, love).  
Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ 
Jesus.   
 
Being in nature, God.  Father and Son are linked by 
the Holy Spirit.  Name means identity.  He is one 
essence of the Father.  Jesus stated, “If you have 
seen Me, you have seen the Father”.  God uses 
common words, basic relationships: Father and 
Son. 
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We settle in a comfort zone.  Please see Fiddler on 
the Roof.  We try to get into a self-preservation 
mechanism.  But what appears to be insecure is 
really profitable in God’s sight.  Think about that in 
your own lives. 
 
God the Son identified with humanity.  Can God 
become man and still be God?  Yes, In Christ 
Jesus, He is 100% human and He is 100% divine.  
This is the original.  There are counterfeits.  (No 
counterfeit without an original)   Can God become 
anything and still be God?  Gen 1 gives the 
doctrine of God and the doctrine of humanity.  Man 
is the most God-like being, not animals.  Gen 1:26. 
 
David Pawson, British pastor calls “deep 
theological gap”  for the way we see humankind.  
Please look at the hymn: How great Thou art!  
There is an appreciation for God and what He 
created when you look at the most beautiful 
scenery, sun rise and yet, the list does not include 
human being.  Please note that man is made in the 
image of God!  Don’t we have to say, Man, how 
great thou art?  We could very well have a stanza 
on how great man is taking a cue from Psalm 8 and 
then we must make sure we have a stanza on 
man’s fall based on Genesis 3, declaring how wild 
thou art and only after which we should talk about 
God not sparing Christ and sending Him to die for 
mankind. 
 
Ps 8 discusses the greatest dignity God gave man.  
Verse 5 in the original has that He has made man a 
little lower than God (Elohim) and crowned him with 
glory and honor.  Greek Septugiant has “little lower 
than angels” but the original has “Elohim”.  Again, 
please understand the seriousness of sin is 
proportional to our dignity.  Because we are of 
value and worth as we are made in the image of 
God, our sin becomes that much serious.  
Rebellion in Genesis 3 has consequences. 
 
The gospel does not begin with Gen 3 (fall) and 
end in Rev 20 (judgment).  The gospel does begin 
in Gen 1 (made in the image of God, creation) and 
end in Rev 21 (remade in the image of Christ, new 
creation).  We need to identify with other human 
beings as we share the gospel.  Begin, should we 
do, in Gen 1.  Our identity in Christ will not be lost 
when we identify with others.  When I was on my 
travel at a tourist lodge in Imphal, one asked me 
whether I was a Manipuri Muslim.  I was not a 

Manipuri nor I was a Muslim but I thanked him for 
the compliment.  We become like the ones we 
choose to identify.  That’s what Christ did as He 
identified with mankind, knowing full well His 
security in the Trinity and moving out of comfort 
zone.  If I show you a cube (100% cube in three 
dimensions) and bring out a 100% square in 2 
dimensions (front view), have I seen the cube?  
Yes.  The square can say, he who has seen me 
has seen the cube.  What is the maximum of God 
one can see?  Jesus.  “He who has seen Me has 
seen the Father”.         
 
Gen 10 has nations before God called Abraham 
(Gen 11).  The Great commission begins in Gen 10 
as He is the God of the Nations.  It makes perfect 
sense when He calls Abraham and says, “In you, 
all the families of the earth will be blessed”. 
 
DT Niles said, “The church is the only society which 
exists for the benefit of its nonmembers”.  In the 
second of the ten commandments notice the 
phrase “not make for yourself”.  Besides prohibition 
of images/idols, this disapproves self-seeking.  
While One member of the Trinity lived and died for 
us, He wants us to live for other sheep that need to 
come to His fold.  We will go through suffering, 
ridicule and such in the process.  But there is glory 
at the end. 
 
Meekness and Majesty, Manhood and Deity, God 
of Infinity… Peter said, this Jesus, both Lord and 
Christ.  Incarnation results in exaltation.  He has by 
His death redeemed us and seated us in heavenly 
places in Him.  We must rediscover the precious 
identity in Christ. 
 
I keep receiving invites to many weddings and I tell 
the spouses that they don’t have to prove anything 
to their better-halves.  We are secure in our identity 
in Christ.  We can sing, “Thank you Lord for making 
me, ‘me’”.  Christian leadership these days is as 
insecure as the leadership in the market place.  It 
should not be.  The facts are: we are made in the 
image of God (with intrinsic worth).  And, we are 
remade in the image of Christ, what a glory!
